The New York, Ontario & Western was abandoned in 
1957 after many decades of struggle.  The line 
connected Weehawken, NJ (via trackage rights) with 
Scranton, PA and Oswego, NY with upstate branches 
reaching Utica and Rome.  
 
One could model the line quite easily for they made do 
with rather old equipment, however were an early 
diesel convert.   The Bachmann bobber is an O&W  
prototype.  There is a Yahoo site on the line as well as 
a dedicated historical society.
