A Different Narrow Gauge 

A couple of months ago the Jamesô sent me a link to 
Buffaloôs Pan-American Exposition and their steam 
operated internal passenger railway.  It was built and 
operated by The Miniature Railroad Company, more 
commonly referred to as the Cagneys. 

At one time there were four 15ò gauge Cagneys right 
in our own back yardéManlius and Suburban Park; 
two purchased in 1929 and two in 1930.  During State 
Fair time they operated a steam service, using 
temporary track, around the fore-court.  As a wee tyke 
I remember seeing the fair operation. Two of the 
engines were sold in 1941, however, two remained in 
Manlius until the end of the parkôs operations in 1956.  
Their buyers are unknown.   

The photo?  Point Pleasant Beach, NJ in 1946.  The 
man on the left was the last employee of Cagneyôs, 
however, Mrs. Cagneyôs train is now preserved at the 
Pine Creek Railroad in New Jersey.
