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Mix N Match 

Fonda, Johnstown & Gloversville in the 1950s 
with one of their two ALCo switchers moving a 
pair of open platform wooden combines, which 
proves that one can mix and match rolling 
stock of different periods. 

These cars could not be interchanged and at 
this time were not in use having been part of 
their mixed train service.

New York State 3 Footer 

We tend to think of narrow gauge as a 
Colorado operation, however at one time 
a rather extensive three-foot system 
operated in the Catskill Mountains.  Here 
we see a Catskill Mountain Railway train 
at the foot of the Otis Elevating Railway 
which transferred passengers to the 
Mountain House, a well known hotel, and 
another three-foot line the Catskill & 
Tannersville.  Motive power was inside & 
outside framed 4-4-0s and 2-6-0s.   

Plagued with steep grades on the garden 
railway? How about an Otis operation with 
cable haulage?  A Bachmann 4-6-0 would 
make an appropriate substitute for those 
mainline locos with some re-lettering (our 
workshop project) and one could have a 
Yorker narrow gauge line.

With 

a toothbrush test to see if the 

solution has worked, if not, leave it 

for a further time. 

 

Wash the model in warm soapy 

water and rinse well.  Allow to dry 

thoroughly before moving on with re-

lettering.  

And I thought it was going to be complicated.
